Syntax

e Slides are defined by adding the slide class to any elements.

e <header

="sl1ide"> is a header slide (relevant for the Overview)



Keyboard Navigation

. or il to advance to the next slide or iIncrementally displayed item
. or il 1o go to the previous slide or incrementally displayed item

. or to jump to the next slide
. or to jump to the previous slide
e Home 10 go to the first slide, End to go to the last

C to jump to an arbitrary slide (by slide number or identifier)



Features



Repeated slides

e Use attribute data-i1nsert="#1d" on an empty slide to re-insert it later in
the slideshow
e Notice how this slide will also be re-inserted after the next one!



IDs and titles

e |Ds are dynamically assigned by JavaScript, but you can also use your own
o Slide titles (used in the browser talb when the slide is active, and in the

Overview) via the t1tle or data-title attributes or headings in the slide.
o [fONnly an id or only a title is provided, the other is extracted from it.

Incremental display

e Incremental display of slide contents (just add class="delayed")
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Incremental display

e Use selector .delayed:not(.current):not(.displayed) to change
the style of undisplayed items
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Incremental display

e Use selector .delayed.displayed to change the style of displayed items
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Incremental display

e Use selector .delayed. current to change the style of current items
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Incremental display

e Use class="delayed-children" to apply the delayed class to all of an
element’s children
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Incremental display

o Nested delayed items

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Resolution

e Design for a specific resolution, and have slides scale up and
down based on the viewport.

e Define with the attribute data-resolution on the <body>
for all slides, a grouping element, or individual slides (like this
onel).

e [ry resizing the viewport, note how the slide size adapts!




Presenter View

e Use <p ="presenter-notes "> for presenter notes. You need at
least one of these 1o have the plugin loaded.

e Presenter view with [SHIE o EXdBE)

e Also timer, upcoming slide
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Slide-specific CSS

You can use the data-slide attribute on elements in slides, to only

style the current slide or inside sections that include multiple slides to style all of
them and nothing else.

For example, run

sheet.cssRules selectorText in the console to see how
the original selector gets changed.
